This morning we approved the 2017 Appropriations which total $42,968,183.74. They are attached for
your review. Some highlights of the appropriations include $765,920 in capital projects at several county
facilities. One in particular is an outdoor lighting project at the East Gypsy Lane Complex. This
$312,000 (estimated) project will replace and realign all parking lot and exterior lighting at the complex,
and replace them with LED fixtures. The project will provide much better lighting, and provide
significant savings on electricity and system maintenance.

Another important highlight is the addition of two full-time Assistant Prosecutors — one civil, one
criminal -- in the office of the Prosecuting Attorney. Because of the ongoing cost of employees we are
tightfisted with regard to requests to add new staff. Prosecutor Dobson discussed his need for additional
Assistant Prosecutors due to increased caseloads in both the civil and criminal divisions. After careful
consideration we agreed to provide $139,123.57 to support two additional positions.

Other highlights include: An appropriation of $1 million to rebuild the permanent improvement fund --
this fund exists to plan and pay for significant capital improvements to county buildings; The creation of a
fund to pay the cost of vacation and sick leave expenses related to employee retirements; An
appropriation of $219,664.29 for the purchase of six road patrol SUVs for the Sheriff’s Office (to replace
six high mileage vehicles); and $323,700 to fund on-going support of the information technology system
for all county offices.

Finally, in recognition of our most valuable asset — the people who work daily to provide service to Wood
County citizens — we agreed to provide a wage increase of 3% to employees in all Commissioners’
departments, as well as those of the Prosecutor’s, Recorder’s, Court Security, and Public Defender’s
offices for 2016. An increase to reflect this percentage will also be made to the salary line items, not
including grants, for all remaining Elected Officials and general fund departments (including the Board of
Elections) to be distributed as they see fit.

Wood County is a great place to live because of the citizens we serve. We applaud our fellow elected
officials and department heads for their diligence with regard to this service, cooperation, and careful use

of tax dollars.
