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As we begin the process of planning for another fiscal year, we take the opportunity to say thank you to our fellow
elected officials, department heads, and employees for continuing to provide excellent services to the citizens of Wood
County during these uncertain financial times. Continued uncertainty of State revenue sources and low investment earn-
ings necessitate our cautious budget approach. With that being said, we have seen promising sales tax, property tax re-
ceipts, and some additional revenue in the form of the casino tax - all of which help soften the effects from continued
cuts to the Local Government Fund, the end of the Personal Property Tax, and the sharp reduction in investment income.
Despite these revenue reductions, County government has continued to provide excellent core services to our citizens.
There are indicators that the worst may be behind us, and a more stable financial environment is on the horizon. Among
these is a slight increase in conveyance fees, which help fund the Economic Development office, and positive sales tax
figures along with a low unemployment rate.

Due to continued financial uncertainty, we will remain cautious in our budgeting approach when it is time to prepare the
2014 appropriations.

Please take a moment to read through this booklet to review the budgeting cycle, and better prepare for the fall budget
meetings.
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5 Largest Revenue Sources - General Fund

The five largest sources of revenue for the general fund have historically been sales tax, property taxes, invest-
ment income, local government funds, and indirect costs. The recent additional source of revenue in the form
of Casino Tax will likely become a major source of revenue; however, given the limited track record of this
revenue source, caution will be the key to planning for it in the budget. The ability to accurately estimate this
revenue will not occur until at least 2015 when all of the “racinos” (race tracks and casinos) are in place and
operating.

The large revenue sources reflect the country’s overall economic health, as well as, that of Wood County. His-
torically Wood County has fared better than surrounding counties due in large part to the county’s diverse eco-
nomic base. However, in recent years, all sources of revenue have become unpredictable and in most instances
reflected the national economic recession.

The Commissioners have no direct authority over other elected officials, but are required to determine funding
levels for their offices. The majority of the elected officials are supported through general fund dollars. Some
offices pay in significant amounts to the general fund, while others do not generate revenue at all. These funds
are combined with other sources of revenue to support all general fund offices and departments.

The Budget Process

The budget process commences in the spring for the following year. A memo requesting estimated revenues and a form
detailing revenue codes, prior year receipts, and receipts-to-date are provided to every office and department. The esti-
mates of revenue combined with the beginning cash balance for each fund are detailed on a prescribed form created by
the Budget Commission.

The estimates of revenue must be adopted by the Board of County Commissioners no later than July 15th and submitted
to the County Auditor no later than July 20th. Failure to comply with filing deadlines may result in the loss of Local
Government Funds (Ohio Revised Code §5705.281). The Budget Commission reviews and must certify the estimates by
September 1st. Tax rates are also certified by the Auditor at this time, and the Original Certificate of Estimated
Reources is created.

The budget schedule, the letter on page four, and revenue worksheet (if applicable) were sent to all offices and depart-
ments that are under the appropriating authority of the Board of County Commissioners. It was also sent to certain out-
side governmental entities for informational purposes.

The revenue worksheet details actual receipts for 2012, estimated receipts for 2013, and actual revenue received up to
March 31, 2013. This data, combined with information provided by the offices and departments, is a useful tool in the
estimation of revenues for 2014.

The Appropriations process begins in September with appropriations requests being sent to all county offices and
departments, along with separate units of government that are under the appropriating authority of the Commissioners.
All receive a memo accompanied by a personnel services schedule, a request form detailing expenditures for the last 3
years and year-to-date expenditures, along with strategic budget forms to facilitate prioritization of vehicle, furniture,
computer, equipment needs, etc. for the next five years. Meetings are conducted by the Commissioners and staff to
review needs with elected officials and department heads. The information received is compiled to create the
appropriations. Revenue estimates may also be amended at this time.

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Observations

Revenue projections continue to reflect national economic trends with some indications of positive property tax figures,
strong sales tax receipts, and increasing real estate conveyance fee receipts in the form of property transfer tax. Histori-
cally, the county has largely relied on five major sources of revenue which were mentioned previously - sales tax, prop-
erty tax, investment income, indirect costs, and local government funds allocated by the state of Ohio. Of these, the
county has experienced decreases in three of the five since 2007 (investment income, property tax, and local government
funds). In 2007, property tax receipts were over $7 million, investment income was over $4.5 million, and the local gov-
ernment fund receipts were over $2 million. Compare these figures with our current estimates of $6.4 million, $1 mil-
lion, and $925,000 respectively.

While these figures display the difficulty the county has faced since the recession began, the county remains in excellent
fiscal condition. Unencumbered cash balances remain at healthy levels, revenues continue to exceed expenditures nearly
across the board, and the county’s bond rating remains at an excellent level - Aa2. Since the beginning of the recession
the Commissioners have had to make tough decisions in order to maintain these positive financial figures - the reorgani-
zation of certain departments, minimal wage increases, and increases to employee contributions towards health benefits
are just a few. County employees, department heads, and elected officials have worked as a team to ensure the citizens
of Wood County continue to receive excellent services.

The Commissioners remain very optimistic about Wood County’s future despite negative headlines regarding the na-
tional, state, or local economies. There are numerous exciting and beneficial economic development activities occurring
throughout the county and Wood County’s unemployment rate remains one of the lowest in the state and region (6.6%
according to the State of Ohio April 2013 figures).

The beginning cash balance for 2014 was calculated with the assumption that all appropriations in 2013 will be ex-
pended. The actual beginning cash balance will likely be $5 - 6 million higher. It is important that Wood County main-
tain a healthy cash balance. Otherwise, funds available to appropriate and expend would be limited to the estimated
revenues.

Estimated revenues for 2014 are over $670,000.00 higher compared to 2013; due in part to increases in property tax,
property transfer tax, and additional Casino Tax revenue following the completion of the fourth and final Casino in 2013.
Further reductions to Local Government Funds and lower investment income are projected to be roughly $600,000.00
less than 2013 estimates. Continued positive sales tax receipts and increased property and transfer taxes are positive in-
dicators for the future of Wood County.

The Board of County Commissioners and other elected officials have reacted responsibly to the economic recession.
General fund appropriations for 2013 remained at the lowest levels since 2006, which is over $3 million lower than just
four years ago. The focus for 2013 was continuing to provide core or mandated services and preserving the jobs of ex-
cellent employees. This conservative yet optimistic approach continues to position the county in a more positive stance
with the ability to meet service needs or unexpected expenditures in 2014,

Strategic Budget items that require
review and approval of the Data Processing Board (DPB) must be accompanied by the completed
DPB Action Item Form in order to be considered for the 2014 appropriations (DPB approval does
not guarantee funding).

Re: 2014 Appropriations

The 2014 Appropriations were approved today with the total general fund appropriations being
set at $37,111,725.25, which is $193,048.18 lower than the 2013 appropriations of
$37,304,773.43. We extend sincere thanks to our fellow elected officials, department heads, and
county employees who continue to work together to manage and reduce costs. Because of your
efforts, Wood County government continues to provide excellent service to our citizens, with
appropriations at 2006 levels.

There are promising signs in our local economy with business expansions and positive sales tax
receipts. Our optimism is tempered by continued uncertainty in the Local Government Fund by
the State Legislature, increased health benefits costs, and continued decline in investment
income.

The appropriations are attached for your review. We were very pleased with the appropriation
requests we received from offices and departments. Over the past few years we have taken steps
to adjust the appropriations to reflect reduced revenues. This is possible in large measure to the
continued support of county offices and departments. While some reductions and deletions were
necessary to keep overall appropriations in line with anticipated revenues, all offices and
departments will be able to provide continued core services and good customer service to the
citizens of Wood County.

We believe it is important to recognize the good work of county employees as they have worked
diligently to serve the citizens and help address significant fiscal issues. Therefore, with regards
to wages, the employees in all Commissioners’ departments, as well as the Prosecutor’s,
Recorder’s, Court Security, and Public Defender offices shall receive a 2.5% wage increase for
2014 along with an approximate 0.5% one time lump sum payment and step increases. An
increase to reflect these percentages will also be made to the salary line items for all of the
remaining Elected Officials and general fund departments to be distributed as they see fit.

We are fortunate in Wood County to have the cooperation of elected officials and department
heads. Continued excellent service to Wood County citizens is our mission.
